NORDKLANG16 AUGUST 3-7, 2016 IN TURKU, FINLAND

The Nordklang Festival is organized under the umbrella of Nordisk Korforum every three years in one of the Nordic countries. The
event brings together singers from all the Nordic countries to sing, learn and network.

Nordklang16 will offer a large variety of workshops for singers of all kinds of choirs.

Among others:

Madrigals and Pop Arrangements (Youth SATB) — Timo Lehtovaara (level intermediate to advanced)

Entertainment from the 17th and 20th centuries! Sing madrigals by Monteverdi, both in their original version and

in pop music arrangements (Coldplay, Mew and Bjérk) by the leader of this workshop, Finnish conductor and music

pedagogue Timo Lehtovaara. The workshop is aimed especially for youth choir singers and young adults (SATB).

Timo Lehtovaara (b. 1965) is a trained music teacher and choral conductor and has worked as a conductor,

musician, arranger and producer in various classical, ethnic and popular music projects. He has taught choral

conducting and arrangement at the Faculty of Music Education of Sibelius Academy, at the conservatories of Turku

and Tampere and in many summer courses.

Timo Lehtovaara has conducted numerous choirs: Kampin Laulu, Chorus Cantorum Finlandiae, Laulun Ystédvat, the

symphonic choir Chorus Cathedralis Aboensis, the chamber choir Cappella Cathedralis Turku among others and has been a guest
conductor for the Estonian Male Choir RAM, Umo Jazz Orchestra and Jyvaskylad Big Band. He arranges music for choirs, vocal
ensembles, orchestras and various orchestral ensembles.

Timo Lehtovaara was the artistic designer of Tampere Vocal Music Festival in 2007. He has been the artistic director of the Finnish
Amateur Musicians’ Association since 2013. He was awarded Choral Conductor of the Year 2009 in Finland.

Music Without Boundaries (Youth SSAA) — Susanna Lindmark (level easy to intermediate)
In this workshop music has no boundaries! Folk music from different parts of the world
blends with improvisation, movement, yoik and music from ancient times to our time.
Susanna Lindmark, composer and conductor of the Arctic Light Girls’ Choir, will lead you in
this co-creative workshop, where you are allowed to bring your own creativity into the
choir and explore exciting ways of creating music and visual expressions together.
Conductor and founder of Arctic Light Girls Choir (Sweden), Susanna Lindmark works as a
conductor and vocal teacher in Nacka Music classes in Stockholm, and teaches Methods
for Children and Youth choir and singing at Lulea University in Pitea. She has performed
with the Arctic choir in Europe and Asia. Susanna Lindmark was awarded Pited Culture
Prize 2012 and has won several national and international awards with her Choir, including

“Choir of the Year in Sweden” 2010.

Susanna Lindmark has her musical roots in the classical music, but gets inspiration from folk music, from different parts of the world,

and from other forms of performing arts such as improvisation theatre, movement and art, with the aim to reach to the audience

and finding new stage presentations. She is also a choral composer, both for equal voices and mixed choir. Her “Song of Hope” has

been awarded internationally.

A CHOIR OF 13000 VOICES IN NAPLES

On April 9, 2016, in Naples an astounding choral event has taken place. 13.000 young students from all over Italy have convened in
one of the major squares of the City of Naples to sing together some pieces of polyphonic music accompanied by the orchestra of
the Conservatory of San Pietro a Majella. The concert name was “Piazza Incantata” and the program included works by Haendel,
Verdi, Mozart, Charpentier and contemporary composers as Di Capua and the Beatles. All singers were from Italian high schools for a
total of 346 school choirs from 17 Regions. The event was organized by the Ministry of School and University, the Department of
Tourism of the Campania Region, the Naples Municipality, the National Television Network (RAIl), with the collaboration of the
Regional Choral Association of Campania (ARCC) and Feniarco.
