Their	
programs	feature	Renaissance,	Baroque,	and	modern	compositions,	as	
well	 as	 titles	 from	 jazz,	 pop,	 and	 cross	 over	 repertoires.	 The	 choir	
specially	 focuses	 on	 the	 performance	 of	 contemporary	 works	 from	
commissioned	musicians	 and	 the	 close	 collaboration	with	 composers	
plays	 a	 vital	 role.	 Together	with	 the	 chamber	 choir	 I	 Vocalisti,	 which	
also	 sings	 under	 the	 direction	 of	 Hans-Joachim	 Lustig,	 the	 ensemble	
gave	a	greatly	acclaimed	concert	under	the	direction	of	the	American	
composer	 and	 conductor	 Eric	 Whitacre	 in	 2010.	 Stylistic	 open-
mindedness	 is	 particularly	 important	 to	 the	 young	 singers	 and	 their	
director.
